Blessed be the Holy Name of Mary!

This past Friday, July 11, was the feast day of St. Benedict (480 - 547 AD). He is known as the father
of western monasticism. He had a great influence of how the Church would be shaped especially in
Europe for centuries. The monasteries became the bedrock of Christian culture for many years. It would
become common for towns and villages to have a Benedictine monastery in which monks would teach
the people the faith and invite the faithful to worship the Lord with them. The monasteries were self-
sufficient and would contribute to the welfare of society through education, farming, and other means.

To stay true to the spirit of contemplation and silence, St. Benedict wrote his rule that became known
as the Rule of St. Benedict. It is used by other monastic religious orders such as the Cistercians, and
Trappists. We can even incorporate some of these rules in our own life, such as allowing some periods
of silence throughout the day.

The followers of Saint Benedict who are monks have a wonderful Christian principle (Matthew 25) to
welcome others as they would welcome Christ himself. This is known as Benedictine hospitality. This is
of course something we can foster in our own lives. It was the custom that when visitors would come to
the monastery they would be greeted by the Abbott. The abbot is the superior of the monks and was
elected by them. Abbot is derived from the word “abba” which means father. How fitting.

As a local Church we are blest to have Benedictine nuns who serve and house aged woman. This resi-

dence is called St. Joseph’s Home for the Aged located in Huntington, NY. | am continuously in awe of

the tender loving care that is offered by the Benedictine sisters to the residents. It is a wonderful place
to see such love coming from the Heart of Jesus.

At that special place, there lives one of the greatest priests that | have ever met, Fr. Charles Kohli. He is
a man who | speak to everyday. He has been a great support to me, and | have received from him great
wisdom.

During this summer, if you are traveling to Italy, consider making a pilgrimage to Monte Cassino which
is the monastery where St. Benedict and his sister, St. Scholastica, are buried. The church where they

are buried is a great marvel of beauty in addition to so many other churches in Europe that were built
by the monks themselves with the help of the faithful.

iBendito sea el Santo Nombre de Maria!

El pasado viernes 11 de julio se celebro la festividad de San Benito (480-547 d. C.). Se le conoce

como el padre del monacato occidental. Ejercié una gran influencia en la formacion de la Iglesia,
especialmente en Europa, durante siglos. Los monasterios se convirtieron en la piedra angular de

la cultura cristiana durante muchos anos. Era comun que pueblos y aldeas contaran con un monasterio
benedictino donde los monjes ensenaban la fe e invitaban a los fieles a adorar al Senor con ellos.

Los monasterios eran autosuficientes y contribuian al bienestar de la sociedad mediante la educacion,
la agricultura y otros medios.

Para mantenerse fiel al espiritu de contemplacion y silencio, San Benito escribié su regla, que se
conoceria como la Regla de San Benito. Es utilizada por otras ordenes religiosas monasticas, como
los cistercienses y los trapenses. Incluso podemos incorporar algunas de estas reglas en nuestra vida,
como permitir algunos periodos de silencio a lo largo del dia.

Los monjes seguidores de San Benito tienen un maravilloso principio cristiano (Mateo 25): acoger a
los demas como acogerian a Cristo mismo. Esto se conoce como hospitalidad benedictina. Por
supuesto, es algo que podemos fomentar en nuestras propias vidas. Era costumbre que los visitantes
que llegaban al monasterio fueran recibidos por el abad. El abad es el superior de los monjes y fue
elegido por ellos. Abad deriva de la palabra "abba", que significa padre. jQué apropiado!

Como Iglesia local, tenemos la bendicion de contar con monjas benedictinas que atienden y albergan
a mujeres mayores. Esta residencia se llama Hogar San José para Ancianos, ubicada en Huntington,
Nueva York. Me maravilla constantemente la tierna y amorosa atencion que ofrecen las hermanas
benedictinas a los residentes. Es un lugar maravilloso para ver tanto amor emanando del Corazén

de Jesus.

En ese lugar especial, vive uno de los sacerdotes mas grandes que he conocido, el padre Charles Kohli.
Es un hombre con quien hablo a diario. Ha sido un gran apoyo para miy he recibido de él una gran
sabiduria.

Este verano, si viaja a Italia, considere peregrinar a Montecassino, el monasterio donde estan
enterrados San Benito y su hermana, Santa Escolastica. La iglesia donde estan enterrados es
